Introduction

Our Dean of Academics is available to help stuslent parents with decisions regarding course
selections and graduation requirements.

The courses listed in this booklet will not necegde the same as the final course offeringsrayri

the 2010-2011 school year. Course offerings baldetermined by staffing, the number of students
registered for a course, and scheduling prioriti8sudents may be assigned or required to select an
alternative course when necessary.

Requirements for Graduation

.5 credit = one semester
1 credit = one year

Graduates of MCA have met requirements as setdgahool, the Minnesota Board of Education,
and those prescribed by the State of Minnesota.

Students must have satisfactorily comple28dredits during Grades 9-12 to be eligible for gradua-
tion. Occasionally, exceptions may be made irctise of transfer students who successfully passed
previous course work but came from institutions aftering as many credit opportunities as MCA.
The Dean of Academics will determine the requiaiad elective courses that a transfer student must
take and will seek final approval from the prindipa

Students are required to take eight credits per. ya&aBible credit is required for each year okatt
dance at MCA. Managed through their Bible clasakstudents in Grades 9-12 must perform annu-
ally 35 hours of community service for the Good &atan Ministry Program.

Students who satisfactorily complete the graduattguirements of MCA must also bring their ac-
counts to a zero balance by the end of May in aimearticipate in commencement and receive their
final transcript and diploma. A student must beo#ed at MCA for a minimum period of one

school year (two semesters) in order to be graatdigloma from MCA.

The high school experience is intended to be ayear process in which students complete an ex-
tensive curriculum in preparation for undergradisitelies or work careers; we do not have a pro-
gram or provision for early graduation. If a stntlat MCA has enough credits to graduate earlier
than anticipated, the student will be scheduledriore course work which, in the opinion of the
school, will better equip them for their post sedany experience.

A senior who has not met the above conditions kyetid of the final marking period may be al-
lowed to participate in the commencement exerdisesvould not receive a signed diploma. Any
senior needing more than two additional creditaéet graduation requirements will not be allowed
to participate in commencement. Participatiorhim ¢commencement exercises is a privilege.

Academic Lettering

Academic letters are awarded for consistent higliamic achievement while a student is attending
MCA. Students qualify for an academic letter bigiaging an average grade point over one or more
consecutive years as follows:

1 year - average grade point of 4.0 for thex ye

2 years - average grade point of 3.8 for 2 eounsve years

3 years - average grade point of 3.6 for 3 eouve years

4 years - average grade point of 3.4 for 4 eouve years

The average grade point for the consecutive ydarsld not be confused with what is commonly
referred to as cumulative GPA. The cumulative G&the average grade point beginning with the
freshman year for a student's entire high scha@era The average grade point for consecutivesyear
may or may not include a student's full high schzaoker. For example, a student could have a GPA
of 2.9 for his freshman year, 3.7 for his sophomaar, and 3.9 for his junior year. The cumulative
GPA for the three years might be 3.5, but the ayeegrade point for the two consecutive sophomore
and junior years would be 3.8, thus qualifying shedent for an academic letter at the end of msju
year. Student aide grades are not included iaveeage GPA.

Academic letter consideration excludes transfedggaand students entering MCA after the school
year has started. Academic letters are awarddek&pring Awards Ceremony, which is usually held
the last week of school. Since the school yeapiomplete at that point, grade points for theent
year are based on the student's grades as of mnith-fguarter for that year.

Advanced Placement Program Courses

In the College Board booklet titled The Value of B8Burses and Exaniisstates, "AP courses give
you a head start on college while you're stillha supportive environment of a high school clagsroo
Taking the end-of-course AP exam sends a powerdgisage to colleges and universities that you're
ready for them, and can enable you to gain adnmssimlege credit, and placement into advanced
courses."

In order to take an AP class at MCA you must haveraulative GPA of 3.2 or above. In May a na-
tional exam is offered. Students scoring high gioan the exam may be eligible for college credit
towards a degree. The acceptance of credits isyalatathe discretion of the receiving college.

College in the Schools

College in the Schools is a partnership of the Brsity of Minnesota-Twin Cities and Maranatha
Christian Academy that delivers U of M coursesualdied high school seniors right here in our
school. The course is taught during the regulaoskcday by an instructor who has been trained and
approved by the U of M. The content, textbook, aelads syllabus is determined by the U of M. The
class parallels a course being taught at the U.oBdniors successfully completing the course with
grade of C or higher receive U of M academic ceettifit are transferable to other colleges.

In our continuing effort to accommodate the variaasds of our student body, we view this program
as an opportunity to expand beyond the traditiofedsroom setting and give students a "hands on"
learning experience in areas of study they canitatketheir adult life. For some students, thisiplng of
a different learning experience can expose thepost-secondary education opportunities they nemewk
existed.

These concepts
include solving basic equations and inequali-
ties, power properties, factoring, graphing and
writing linear equations, simplifying rational
expressions, and solving equations involving
direct and inverse variation. Students will also

Principles of Microeconomics

Economics is a social science seeking to un-
derstand society. Economics studies choice
under conditions of scarcity. Microeconomics
deals with consumer behavior and production
decisions of business firms and markets.
Other topics include environmental economics
and the economic role of the government.

The major emphasis in the course will be on
economic concepts and their application to
current issues. Upon completion of this
course, students will have an increased under-
standing of the basic concepts of microeco-
nomics, an increased awareness and compre-
hension of the economic aspect of contempo-
rary issues, and the ability to use economic
concepts to analyze and evaluate contempo-
rary issues. Successful completion of this
class with a grade of C or better will result in
the student earning 1/2 credit at MCA and 3

semester credits at the U of M.

In this Emergency Medical Responder (First
Responder) course, students will learn basic
techniques of assessment and management of
adult or pediatric patients experiencing airway,
breathing, and circulatory emergencies in the
pre-hospital environment.

and respiratory arrest, choking, bleeding, shock,

fractures, heart attacks, strokes, seizures, and
diabetic emergencies.
